It ensures at the level of the county the application of legislation and of social aid strategies in the fields of child and family protection and social protection for single persons, handicapped individuals and any other persons in need.
Services provided by The General Direction for Social Aid and Child Protection of Hunedoara County

The General Direction for Social Aid and Child Protection of Hunedoara County provides social services on two levels:

A. Evaluation, re-evaluation and disability degree classification: Children Complex Evaluation Department and Complex Evaluation, Rights, Facilities for Handicapped Persons Department 

B. Protection, Care, Recovery, Rehabilitation: Residential services for adults and children and Recovery services for adults and children

· Recovery services for adults and children. They offer the possibility for people with disabilities, children and adults from the community, as well as for the people from residential centers, to benefit of recovery activities: physiokinetotherapy, magnetotherapy, hydrotherapy, logotherapy and psychotherapy.
In Hunedoara County are working the following departments:
· Handicapped Children and Adults Recovery Department, Deva City 
· Recovery Center for children with disabilities, Hunedoara City
· Residential services for children. These services offer for children, for a determined period of time, protection, housing, caring, education, therapy, recovery, emotional support and counseling. They also help the children to learn how to be able to live an independent life and they prepare children or youngsters to reintegrate or integrate in the social and professional life.
In Hunedoara County are working 4 foster care centers for handicapped children.

· Residential services for adults. The role of Care and Aid Centers is to ensure the application of policies and social aid strategies for adult persons. These centers offer housing, social care, medical care, ergo therapy recovery activities, social care and permanent supervision of aided persons as well as cultural, educational and socialization activities that take place inside the centers and in the community.
In Hundeoara County we have Care and Aid Centers in Brad, Brănişca, Geoagiu, Petrila and Păclişa.
· The Center for Integration through Occupational Therapy from Simeria City is a specialized social service, having two components: one is of a residential type and the other is of a day care center type. This center offers, beside the services regarding housing and meals, development of  skills in order to help these people to learn how to live an independent life, individual and group counseling, occupational therapy activities, socialization and recreation activities.

Main social services provided for people with disabilities through the Petrosani Local Public Department for Social Aid  (S.P.L.A.S.)
                                 ( second presentation)

The role of Local Public Department for Social Aid is to identify and to solve community’s social problems regarding  child and family protection as well as problems regarding social protection for single persons, elderly, handicapped individuals and other persons in need. The activities of this Department are funded from the local budget.

The department’s object of activity consists in providing main social services by:

Identifying  social needs of individuals, families and groups 

-
Carrying out information activities with the role of making beneficiaries to learn about their legal rights and obligations

-
Offering financial aid

-
Offering hot meals at the Social Aid Canteen

-
Closing partnerships with NGO’s and setting up and managing social assistance units, as day care centers, in order to benefit from granting of subsidies from the local budget. 

Petrosani Local Public Department for Social Aid has in its component different departments, whose main objectives are:

-            Respecting and promoting the legal rights of people with disabilities

-           Implementing the measures of social protection for people with disabilities which are foreseen by law

The disability degree classification is  determined by the County Committee for Evaluation of  persons with disabilities, which, on the basis of medical and psychosocial criteria establishes the degree of handicap of the evaluated person.

In Romania, the current legislation regulates 4 types of disability degree: severe disability degree, pronounced disability degree, medium disability degree and mild disability degree.

At the level of Petrosani City, which has 42.699 inhabitants, are registered 450 people with severe disability degree, 900 people with pronounced disability degree, 342 people with medium disability degree and 15 with mild disability degree.

People with disabilities have legal rights regarding: health protection, education and training, occupation of jobs and integration in the profesional life, social services, housing, transport, acces to information and communication medium, acces to culture, sport and tourism, legal aid, fiscal facilities, evaluation and reevaluation of medical condition in order to establish the disability degree.

The task of promoting and respecting the legal rights of handicapped people rests with the authorities, which are represented by: authorities of local public administration, public central authorities, civil society, familiy or legal reprezentative of the handicapped person.

Social services are provided at home, in the community and in day care centers (as Pollicino House  Day Care Center for children with Disabilies) and public or private residential centers. These services are provided in order to respect the right of handicapped people to have acces to this kind of care.

Care at home: The person with a severe degree of handicap has the right to have his/hers personal care assistant, employed by the City Hall. The personal care assistant is the person that fosters and offers caring and assistance to severe handicapped child or adult person. The activities of the personal care assistant follow a recovery plan, at the home of the handicapped person.

Parents or legal reprezentatives of the severe handicapped child, except those with severe visual handicap, can choose between a personal care assistant and receiving a monthly allowance. From the budget of the local council are paid monthly around 200 personal care assistants and 250 monthly allowances.

The Role of the Employment and Training Agency in increasing the chances for disable people to find jobs   (A.L.O.F.M.)
   ( the third presentation)
At the beginning of ’90, the Agency was the local representative of the Labor Ministry, working like an office, having the following tasks: labor employment, training and record keeping, social ensurances, pension and medical expertis, acording to the laws issued before ’90.

According to the Law nr. 76/2002 regarding unemployment insurance system and stimulation of employment, in 2002, the Agency has been transformed into a providing services institution, having as main objectives: the stimulation of employment, persons’ protection by unemployment insurance system, prevention of unemployment by active and effective measures.

One of the most important objective of the Agency is equal opportunities ensuring and discrimination combating on the labor market and the stimulation by the state of the entrepreneurs.

By active measures of employment stimulation for disable people, during the year 2009, 402 persons have been employed, reprezenting 11,1% of the total number of disable people registered at the Agency.

Al the national level, there are 20 counseling centres for disable people that offered counseling services for 1169 persons, from which 398 persons have been employed.

At the local level (Jiu Valley) there are no such counseling centres, but 79 persons have been included in training programs through the  own network of the Agency.

NATIONAL ASSOCIATION FOR CHILDREN AND ADULTS WITH AUTISM IN ROMANIA – (A.N.C.A.A.R.)
 - is an NGO  funded in 2001 in Bucharest, Romania and had 5 headquarter : Bucharest, Craiova, Iasi, Tirgoviste and Petrosani. The purpose of  this organization is life improvement for people with autism and their families. Organizations in major cities: Bucharest, Craiova, Iasi  have succeeded to establish Day Care Centre for people with autism from their area and they are very helpful for people with autism. In  Targoviste and Petrosani accomplishments are small, but we wants to succeed to help children and adults with autism according to their special needs.

ANCAAR  Petrosani was fouded in 2002 by a group of parents and now the organization  has 27 beneficiaries from Jiu Valley, all of them are children and adults with autism and they are severely disabled.  We wants here in Petrosani to create  a Day Care Centre for treatement and improving autism. The target groups are     1.preschool children, because their chances of recovery are maximized


2. children of school age, to completing the school program


3. adults, most of them never had educational or profesional training
